Michele Bibby is a certified Depression Bipolar Support Alliance Mental Health Support Group
Facilitator. She provides mental health education and advocacy as a community service volunteer
through MAB Consulting Services. Ms. Bibby has successfully managed the tests and triumphs of her
own Bipolar Disorder for the past 27 years. She has delivered highly successful mental health educa-
tion public speeches and is known for her for motivating people to educate themselves about mental
health issues and concerns. An experienced and highly skilled mediator, her expertise is in imple-
menting solutions for organizational performance and change that can improve productivity, increase
efficiency, enhance mental health service delivery, and strengthen organizational results. Michele Bibby
holds a Bachelor of Arts degree from the University of Texas at Austin.

His research and teaching at the university have focused
on public mental health policy, the provision of culturally competent mental health services, health care
for the mentally ill and disparities in rates of illness and services for consumers of color. Davis’ previ-
ous academic experience has included service as the William and Camille Cosby Chair in Social Work
at Howard University and the Libra Chair in Public Policy at the University of Maine, School of Busi-
ness. Davis also has held the John Galt Chair in Public Mental Health at the University of Virginia’s
Department of Psychiatry. He has held academic appointments at Washington University in St. Louis,
Virginia Commonwealth University, Eastern Virginia Medical School and Norfolk State University.
Davis served on the Surgeon General’s Taskforce on Mental Health and is a consultant to the Presi-
dent’s New Freedom Commission on Mental Health and the National Association of State Mental
Health Program Directors. He is a member of numerous national boards and commissions in mental
health. Davis managed the Virginia Department of Mental Health, Mental Retardation and Substance
Abuse Services and also served as its director of community mental health services. He was appointed
commissioner by Virginia Governor L. Douglas Wilder. He also worked four years as chief of clinical
and inpatient social work services at Walson Army Hospital in New Jersey.

He joined this gang at the age of nine and by the age of 12 he had
killed a man to “get rank.” His family later moved to San Marcos when he was 16, where he started a
gang, but his gang life took him back to Houston. While there on one occasion he witnessed a drive
by shooting, although no one was hurt, he and his gang members went down to Houston’s Fifth Ward
section and his brother was stabbed four times and three of his gang members were killed. Brandon at-
tributes turning his life around to the talks he had with his sister after this incident as well as becom-
ing involved with his church and giving his life to Christ. In 2007 another brother was killed in a gang
related incident. Brandon has worked as a prison corrections officer for two years. He is currently en-
rolled at Gary Job Corps for a trade as a computer service technician.
